It is a brief study of the variety of art criticism approaches practiced 
throughout China and aboard, and it reveals an Authorôs outlook-ñA 
Scattered Senses Theoryò. It states that the objective of art criticism is only 
a resource for inspiration but not a destination for art critic; art criticism is a 
piece of art by itself in terms of its language forms and contextual 
constructions.  Five senses should be applied through art criticism.  
 
Part I expounds the beauty of language resistance, floating and reversal, 
and the beauty of word assembly, accumulation and strike. Part II 
discusses the relationship between subjective initiative and art critic. Part 
III shows effects of applying  the ñhot abstractò and the ñcold abstractò 
method in art criticism.
